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AMRIT KEERTAN

• Amrit Keertan – also called Pothi is a compilation of 

shabads from Sri Guru Granth Sahib ji, Dasam Granth, Bhai 

Gurdas Ji’s vaars and Bhai Nand Lal ji’s writings.

• The collection of shabads is sorted by topic or bani type.

Examples:

• Awsw dI vwr
• bIr rs
• nwm ismrn
• vwrW BweI gurdws jI (Guru related)



AMRIT KEERTAN

• Amrit Keertan includes two table of contents:
• prkrx - Division by topics such as Ardws, Akwl purK
• sbdW dw qqkrw – Alphabetic order listing of all shabads

• Shabads can be searched by:

• Topic or

• Alphabetic Order

• Alphabetic order search for shabds will only include either the

first line of the shabad or the Rahao line.

• Each shabad includes the following:

• Title as listed in Guru Granth Sahib ji or other collections

• Page number in Guru Granth Sahib ji or other collections



MAHANKOSH

• Written by Bhai Kahn Singh Nabha

• Born Aug 30, 1861 and died Nov 24, 1938

• First encyclopedia (Panjabi / Gurbani)

• It contains more than 70,000 words, arranged in the alphabetical order of the 

Gurmukhi script covering religious and historical terms in the Sikh canon

• 14 years to compile

• He authored many other books inlcuding Hum Hindu Nahi –

which was a wake up call to all Sikhs to stop practicing non sikhi rituals.

• Format of Mahankosh is like a Dictionary

• Includes maps, pictures and thousands of words in alphabetic

order

• Words include noun and adjective forms, meanings, historical

references and Gurbani references where applicable

• Urdu and English references included where applicable
