Definition:
A word that is the main part of a sentence and expresses an action, an

occurrence (or a state of being) of a person or thing. A sentence is not complete
without a verb.

An auxiliary verb, also called a helping verb (rofea fafanr), is used along with the
main verb to express tense.

A linking verb does not express an action. It links the subject of a sentence to a
complement, which gives information about the subject.

Examples:
seris(g foolH)
Navjeet was studying.

Milk is hot.

He is running.
