Translate the following sentences to Punjabi:

Present Indefinite (time is not provided with certainty)

The class starts at 8 o’clock.




Present Continuous (something that is happening now)

| am meeting some friends after work.




Present Perfect (work that happened at an unspecified time before now)

| have given three exams in one week.




Present Perfect Continuous (something that started in past and has continued until now)

| have been studying French for four years.




Past Indefinite (something that happened and finished at a time in the past)

| went to Toronto to see my friend.




Past Continuous (something that happened over a longer period in the past)

| was waiting for you in the park yesterday.




Past Perfect (something that occurred before another action in the past)

| had been to Punjab once before.




Past Perfect Continuous (something that started in the past and continued until another time in the past)

Manpreet had been studying for three hours when Amritpal came to meet him.




Future Indefinite (something that will happen in the future)

It will rain tomorrow.




Future Continuous (use for a longer action in the future interrupted by a shorter action)

| will be waiting for her when her plane arrives tonight.




Future Perfect (something will occur before another action in future)

You will have learnt Punjabi by the time you come back from Panjab.




Future Perfect Continuous (something that will continue up until a particular event in future)

We will have been working here for two months by the time he returns from Florida.
